Credit conditions

In order to pass this lecture student is required to pass a writen exam, consisting of 10 open
questions. If one fails to pass at the first attempt the final grade can be maximum 3,0.
Attendence is not mandatory

Students taking this course are required to prepare one of the subjects from a handbook and
present it to the class in a comprehensive manner, using multimedia presentation is not
required but encouraged. Students can present the subject on their onw or in groups of three
people maximum.

At the end of each presentation the group is being asked questions regarding the presentation
and need to answear it. Discussion is encouraged.

Each student is evaluated on the following basis:

Presentation: 50% of the score

Activity during class: 50% of the score

Attendence is mandatory, each student is allowed to be absent 2 times without consequences.
Each additional absence has to be justified in accordance with University Regulations (medical
reasons, important family issue, unforseen emergency).

Each unjustified absence lowers the final mark by 1 (ex. if the final mark is 4,5 and student has
beed absent total of 3 times, his final mark will be 3,5, since two absences are allowed).
Absences can be justified not later than in two weeks afterwards.
