Lecture The student gets credit by passing the exam.

The student responds to three descriptive
inquiries pertaining to the topics discussed during the lecture.

The student will take the exam after obtaining a positive grade in the classes.

Classes The student gets credit, if:

1. is present in class (two unexcused absences are possible).

2. actively participates in group discussions, responds to inquiries, and resolves

the assigned case studies. During the discussion, demonstrate knowledge of the texts that
have been commissioned to be read.

3. prepare a short presentation during classes. Each student will be assigned a research topic
after consultation with the Lecturer. The student will be given some basic readings and
questions and then, he/she will be required to make an oral presentation (10 - 15 minutes) and
prepare a hand - out for the course - fellows (including the most important information).
